NEWS INN-BRIEF: TWO NEW BARS ON THE WAY? 

Applications for new two bars in Chesterfield’s town centre were submitted to the 
borough council’s planning authority in February 2025. As InnSpire went to print we 
awaited hopefully positive news.  The first proposal would see the former Halifax Bank 
building (6 Central Pavement, Chesterfield) turned into a bar with live entertainment. 
The applicants Nine Kingdoms Ltd are seeking change of consent with unconfirmed 
rumours the bar may have a Viking theme. The second town centre application would 
see the former restaurant the Thai Pavilion (37 Glumangate, Chesterfield S40 1TX) 
turned back into a pub. The building was previously home to The Manhattan Bar, 
which closed its doors in 1998. The proposed floor plan includes a small low-level 
stage area and space for a DJ (We’ll follow this breaking story in the next issue).
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HOLMEWOOD CRICKET CLUB MICROPUB  

Great news came for the village of Holmewood in North East Derbyshire as a new 
micropub opened on Saturday 29th March 2025. The mastermind behind the project 
is Pete Grafton, the owner of Toll Bar Fish & Chips at Stoney Middleton. Having seen 
Holmewood lose all of its pubs and clubs over recent years, Pete wanted to create a 
space where residents could socialise and enjoy a drink together. He said to the local 
press: “We want to bring a bit of social life back into the village. Not too many years ago 
there were four pubs in Holmewood: The Williamthorpe Hotel, The Holmewood Hotel, 
Stoneys and the Miners Welfare - but all the pubs have slowly closed down one by one 
and turned into houses”. The new micropub will be based in Holmewood Cricket Club 
(Heath Road, Holmewood, Chesterfield S42 5RB). 

Opening hours will be Thursday and Friday (Evenings) 
and Saturday to Sunday (Afternoons and Evenings) to 
begin with. There will be real ales from EYAM BREWERY
(Great Hucklow in the Peak District), giving visitors a 
chance to sample local beers. On the opening weekend 
there was a number of real ales from Eyam Brewery 
including their Best Bitter, an IPA, pilsner lager and a 
stout. A great local enterprise and forward thinking for 
a village in need of such a community hub. Well done to 
everyone involved and please give them your support. 

The One Valley Beer Festival returns on Saturday 7th June
in Dronfield, North East Derbyshire. This event sees a whole 
list of pubs along with a club and a brewery tap putting on 
a day of beer, cider, food and music. Many of the venues 
are in the town centre and walkable from Dronfield railway 
station whilst a few are a short bus ride away. More details 
about the event can be found on their social media including
www.facebook.com/OneValleyFestival.

NEWS INN-BRIEF

A new bar within the Batch House 
(The Glass Yard, Sheffield Road, 
Chesterfield S41 8JY) opened in early 
2025. It is named the Aquarius, after 
the infamous Chesterfield nightclub of yesteryear, which used 
to be located just a few metres away. The bar will host events like
Northern Soul and comedy nights. One cask beer was on offer 
when InnSpire visited: Made for the Aquarius, this auburn ale 
has hints of caramel and walnut. The Batch House is an artisan 
food & drink hall across from Chesterfield’s football ground, 
offering a variety of different dishes from around the world. 
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On the eve of the Summer issue of InnSpire going to print,
great news came that The Spread Eagle (7 Beetwell St, 
Chesterfield S40 1SH) was to reopen in early May 2025.
The pub has been closed since December 2023 but was a 
popular destination, featuring in CAMRA’s Good Beer Guide.
The new owners also own The Galleon Restaurant on St
Mary’s Gate. The former coaching inn is the Grade II listed 
building with a sun-trap beer garden. It was refurnished
before closing in a modern but sensitive style. Food and
a selection of ales will be available, as well as overnight
accommodation. Follow their social media for more news...

We just had to chuckle on seeing this post on Facebook by 
the New Inn Tupton back in February.“Anyone lost a chicken? 
It’s currently in our beer garden”. Our initial thought was this
would make a great inclusion in our ‘strange things left in
pubs’ feature until we released the chicken probably made 
it‘s own way to the pub (Why did the chicken cross Derby 
Road). Hopefully there was no fowl play and the chicken 
didn’t make it onto their menu. 5

From school teachers to the new owners of Chesterfield’s oldest 
pub the Royal Oak, Meg Hartman and Patrick Hopkins have certainly
been on an exciting adventure so far. The new landlords of Ye Royal
Oak, located in The Shambles (Chesterfield S40 1PX) were overjoyed
by local support as they reopened the pub over the Easter Bank 
holiday weekend. After being closed for over three years, this was 
a historic moment for a truly historic pub. The new owners are 
committed to reviving the pub’s traditional charm while celebrating 
its long and rich heritage. 

Former teachers Meg and Patrick said “It’s been lifelong dream of ours to own a pub so it's time 
to retire the marking and the parents evenings for cask ale and long nights!” 

Speaking to the local press Meg and Patrick spoke about how they have fallen in love with our 
town and its people after moving here a few years ago: “It’s such a great town that is really made 
by the people that live here. We have had such an overwhelmingly lovely response from locals 
who love the pub and have shared their own stories with us. As the oldest pub in Chesterfield, 
we are thrilled to add to its layers of history and want to do our best to preserve its heritage”. 

The pub reopened on Friday 18th April with a new sign by illustrator, Lucy Hartman and lots of 
sweat and tears going into the clean-up. With a mission to stay true to the character of the iconic 
establishment, the refurbishment has been sympathetic. On entering this Grade II listed building, 
you are given a warm welcome and it really is like stepping back in time. The pub’s interior is of 
special national historic interest and a remarkable survivor. In 1967 it was due to be demolished 
as part of a multi-million pound redevelopment but thankfully the plan never came to fruition. 

The pub consists of two distinctive parts: the top part is a 16th century half-timbered building 
and was incorporated into the pub in the mid 19th century. It houses a very small high ceilinged 
bar with a counter from the 1950s, newer top and fixed seating that looks to date from the 1930s. 
Visitors should note the small ‘Royal Oak’ stained panels high up in the exterior windows. 

YE ROYAL OAK
REOPENS
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The pub located in the heart of the town centre has undergone a remarkable transformation. 
The bar has been refurbished, the walls painted a lush mustard colour and you can even spot 
an ornamental suit of armour on display. Layers of paint and grime have been stripped back 
to reveal the beautiful wood hidden below. Meg and Patrick have embraced the history of 
this beautiful building, letting the Tudor features and impressive old beams tell the story of 
the pub’s long heritage. An old Stones Brewery sign was discovered and saved. A wall display 
of old brewery beer trays catch the eye. The broken windows repaired by an expert who 
specialises in Church stained glass windows. The pub has truly been restored back to its 
former glory whilst respecting it’s history. All carried out with love and care. 

If you’re peckish you can treat yourself to a delicious Pieminister pie with mash, gravy and 
peas - Proper pub grub. And, of course we’ve not forgotten the beer - Ye Royal Oak will have
a breathtaking selection of ales with 6 keg beers and an amazing 8 cask ales. Yes, you read 
that correctly, 8 cask ales, making Ye Royal have one of their more extensive selections in 
Chesterfield. Outstanding breweries like Abbeydale Brewery (Sheffield), Vault City (Edinburgh),
Shiny Brewery (Little Eaton), Beartown (Congleton) and Buxton Brewery were represented 
on the pumps on the opening weekend (Check out Real Ale Finder App for their latest beers). 

A solid roster of regular events is also in the pipeline, with a weekly pub quiz running on 
Tuesday evenings, folk sessions and chess nights all planned. There will also be one-off 
events such as tap takeovers and meet the brewers. Ye Royal Oak is not only a wonderful 
pub but a historic landmark. Up there with the Crooked Spire. We urge you to visit 
Ye Royal Oak and give it the support it deserves. CHRIS FOX

Shaun Stevenson from the Chesterfield Great Historic Pub Tour reported on The Royal 
Oak in the Winter 2024 issue of InnSpire magazine: THE ROYAL OAK is the oldest inn in 
Chesterfield and one of the oldest in Derbyshire. The brick part of the building dates back 
to 1684 when it is recorded that a piece of land was sold in order to ‘build an extension to
the Royal Oak’. There was a reference to the building being used as an inn in a conveyance 
report of 1772. At that time it was attached to a butchers shop which is now the top bar, 
though a previous incarnation of the structure existed as part of a cattle market in the 
12th century. There is reference to the pub being used as a resting place for the Knights 
Templar, although this is unlikely as this was probably a different building long since 
demolished. The timber framed part of the present inn was originally two butchers’
shops, which were owned by the Duke of Devonshire, until they were purchased by 
the Batteson family, owners of the Royal Oak, in 1844. The shop on the east side was 
let to Joseph Redfern, landlord of the inn at the time, and the other remained a butcher’s 
shop. In 1845, the tenant, George Collis, was brutally murdered by his business partner, 
Jack Platts. His body was chopped up and dragged in a sack and dumped in a cesspit at 
the rear of the nearby Falcon Inn, on Low Pavements. It was renovated into its current 
form after being purchased from the Batteson family by Stones’ Brewery in 1897, 
where the top bar including the windows are largely untouched since then.

TELL US A LITTLE ABOUT YOUR PUB AND WHAT MAKES IT UNIQUE?
The Real Ale Corner was established in 2009, making it the second oldest micropub in the 
country. Definitely ahead of the curve!  We pride ourselves on looking for new beers and 
trying to never have the same beer on twice. Obviously, there are some exceptions to 
this rule, I'm Spartacus from Torrside to name check one of the locals very favourites!

HOW DID YOU END UP OWNING A PUB? 
Myself and my partner were looking to change our work life balance for a few years, 
but were thwarted on several occasions. We were resigned to continue as we were, 
then one evening a friend messaged me and said "do you know the pub is for sale?". 
Long story short, I left my job of 23 years in the NHS and bought my local!  We couldn't 
bear the thought of it not being here anymore. The fact that I had never done anything 
like this before wasn't a consideration, we wanted our pub to stay pretty much the same 
and when the locals found out who had bought it, they all said the same.

BEST THING ABOUT OWNING A PUB? 
I think owning a micropub is very different to owning a much larger pub and that's 
what I find so great about it. The RAC is quite an intimate space so it lends itself well 
to conversation, but also if you want to sit and read the paper you can do that to, but 
probably not on a Friday evening!! I enjoy the chatter and like that people can come 
in on their own and have a chat if they want to.  

WHAT ROLE DO YOU THINK PUBS HAVE IN THE COMMUNITY? 
Pubs are important meeting places and should be a place front and centre for the 
community. They offer the opportunity for people to get out of the house, to meet their 
friends or just sit and do a bit of people watching. People look out for each other in our 
pub, we've got to know the locals patterns, so if someone hasn't been seen for awhile 
then we ask around, just to make sure they are ok.

WHAT ARE THE CHALLENGES YOU FACE? 
The cost of living is a challenge for everybody right now. Suppliers are putting up prices 
as they can't continue to subsidise costs and these then have to get passed down the
line, especially by us little businesses. 

That said, business is really good and seems to be going from strength to strength 
recently. We've had lots of new faces in which is great, whilst still maintaining the 
support of the locals, for which I am so chuffed with. Since I've been here we've had 
a full tap takeover by Cloudwater and also managed to get all three of the Beak Brewery 
Fields #1, #2 and #3. Both of which have brought people to the pub specifically for 
these beers, so people are out hunting down the craft beer.

DO YOU THINK PEOPLE ARE BUYING MORE REAL ALE/CRAFT BEER? 
We continue to have the bottle shelves filled with primarily local brews, but also a 
range of Belgium beers and the can fridge full of craft beer from around the country.

The Chesterfield CAMRA tasting panel (Photo bottom right) meet monthly here to hone 
their tasting techniques. They give me the type of beer and I get a few variations in. 
(Check out the Chesterfield CAMRA Branch diary using the QR code on the inside 
front cover of this magazine for future dates). 

WHAT ARE YOUR FUTURE PLANS?
We did a St Patricks Day evening, opening 
up on a Monday for Irish Stew and stout 
and have just had our first food truck 
pitched up for a Friday evening which 
was great. We will continue to do more 
events throughout the year so keep 
an eye out on Facebook and Instagram 
for details. We look forward to meeting 
you soon.

Located in the town of Clay Cross, a stone's throw 
away from the scenic Ashover (See pages 21-22), this exciting new brewery combines 
innovative techniques with a rich appreciation for local heritage, offering something truly 
special for beer enthusiasts.

ASHOVER BREWERY was founded in 2007 and over the years has won numerous 
industry-wide awards for their beers. Unfortunately, due to several factors the brewery 
then slipped into liquidation. A group of locals believed this was a great loss to the area 
and decided to do something about it and ASHOVER BREW CO. was born…

Founded by a passionate team of brewers and entrepreneurs, Ashover Brew Co is 
spearheaded by Janine Shorrock, the talented Head Brewer, whose dedication to the craft 
shines through in every brew. With the support of co-owners Lewis Bassett, Andy Clarke, 
Richard Walker, Jon Hardwick, Gethin Jones, and Richard Crabb, Ashover Brew Co is poised 
to become a household name in the ever-evolving brewing scene.
